





The course was designed and built by the
highly acclaimed South African golf course
architect Peter Matkovich in 1999. Since
then, many professionals and celebrities
have enjoyed the Arabella Golf experience,
including Jack Nicklaus, Samuel L. Jackson,
Ernie Els, Retief Goosen, Ronan Keating,
Lee Westwood, Tim Clark and Gary Player.

Away from the golf course there are plenty
of activities to enjoy within close proximity
to the hotel. Visitors can see whales cavort
in Walker Bay from the shores of Hermanus,
just 20 minutes away from the resort, or
enjoy a close encounter with these gentle
ocean giants from a kayak or boat. The
Southern Right Whales, which can measure
up to 18 metres in length, swim as close as
10 to 20 metres from the shore. The boat
trips also bring you unequalled engagements
with great white sharks, dolphins and other
marine life, while shark cage diving offers
the daring a chance to test their courage in
face-to-face meetings with great whites.

For those slightly less inclined to look into the
eyes of a great white, there is an opportunity
to experience excellent wines and dining at
some of the finest and most recognized wine
farms in South Africa, only minutes from the
hotel.

The Arabella Western Cape Hotel and Spa
was voted Africa’s Leading Luxury Hotel
2009 and Leading Family Resort in 2008 in
the World Travel Awards. Designed to reflect
the colours and textures of the landscape,
each of the 145 rooms enjoys gorgeous
views and even lying in the bath offers an
opportunity to soak up the vista.

Guests to the hotel enjoy unlimited access
to Arabella Spa’s facilities. Selected as one
of the ‘100 best Spas of the World), the spa
provides the full gamut of relaxation and
beauty therapies, including a signature
African Rainforest Experience, a two-
hour sensory water and steam treatment
created exclusively for the spa, using African
products and inspired by the African rains.

A trip down to South Africa’s Cape wouldn’t
be complete without a visit to the picturesque
and lively city of Cape Town, which is just
an hour’s drive from the hotel. The modern
city has numerous attractions, not least
its popular Victoria & Alfred Waterfront.
Situated at the foot of the famous Table
Mountain, within a stone’s throw of the
Green Point Stadium and in the heart of Cape
Town’s working harbour, the V&A Waterfront
offers indoor shopping and entertainment
venues with ocean and mountain views.
More than 80 restaurants bring a fusion of
international food, from rustic al fresco fish
and chips to sushi platters.

Heading east along the Cape, towards Port
Elizabeth, is the Garden Route, renowned
throughout the world for its immense natural
beauty. Winding along the edge of the Indian
Ocean, the Garden Route encompasses
mountain ranges, white beaches, small
lakes and the country’s largest remaining
indigenous forest the Tsitsikamma.

Situated in the heart of the Garden Route is

One of the main attractions for golfers has to
be The Links course. Added in 2000, it is an
awe-inspiring example of design. Designer,
Gary Player said: “Links golf is how the game
originated and at The Links we take golfers
back to the roots of golf — and they can play a
‘British Open’ all of their own!”

In addition to three golf courses
suited to every type of golfer, Fancourt
has an exceptional golf academy that
houses a Taylormade Performance Lab
and state-of-the-art practice and teaching
facilities, backed up by the expertise of PGA
professionals. To keep golfers looking the
part, there are two well-stocked pro shops,
offering a wide variety of men’s and women’s
golf clothing, accessories and hardware.
Fancourt announced in September that
there would be an additional 42 million
rand invested into the estate to enable the
conversion of the original Manor House into
a boutique hotel with 18 luxury suites as well

The Koi people named the area around
Fancourt “Outeniqua” or “land of honey”.
